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CLASS ONE THEME WEB – Walk on the Wild Side – Summer Term 5

English


Recounts 


The children will be encouraged to describe events from their own experience using sequencing words and phrases such as ‘then’, ‘after that’. They will be encouraged to ask questions to gain more information about a recount. The children will then be asked to write simple recounts linked to personal experience.


Narrative  


The children will read and discuss Handa’s Surprise. They will draw and label story maps, sequencing the events and adding actions. They will describe the animals/fruits using wow words. The children will learn plan and write their own version of the story. 


Poetry


The children will listen to and respond to a range of poems and will discuss the words, patterns and rhymes.

Maths


The children will continue to count forward and backwards to 100 from any given number. They will count in steps of 2s, 5s and 10s. They will work on place value identifying the tens and the units numbers in 2 digit numbers. They will add and subtract one and two digit numbers and solve one step problems and missing number problems. The children will use doubling and halving facts to understand multiplication and division and will use arrays to solve problems involving multiplication.  They will recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p) and combine amounts to make a particular value.


This term the children will be making and completing shape patterns and sequences. They will be learning to tell the time to the hour and half past. They will be measuring minutes and seconds and recording how many things they can do in these time intervals. They will develop their understanding of what the time is throughout a typical day. 








Computing


To start the term the children will be learning about robots: their uses, advantages and limitations. They will design their own robot. The children will then be learning about animation. They will make their own short stick figure animations and a longer animation of a flowering plant growing using 2animate software.

PSHE – Citizenship – ‘Rules and Responsibilities’ and ‘Understanding and Practising Democracy’


The children will be thinking about the rules we have in school, who makes them and why they make us feel safe and happy. They will think of who is responsible for caring for them in school and what they do to do this.  The children will be learning about democracy and will participate in voting. They will be encouraged to think about whether this is a fair way of choosing.














Music


Make and control long and short sounds using voices and instruments.

RE


The children will discuss what it means to belong to different groups, including their families and school and will share what they enjoy about them and why they are important to them. They will think about how children are welcomed into Christianity through infant baptism and will identify the symbols used in Christianity. They will talk about what is special to Christians and Jews when they meet for worship.
