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CLASS ONE PLANS / ACTIVITIES – ‘ISLAND LIFE’: Summer Term 5
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Geography





Using globes, atlases and maps to learn about the characteristics of the four countries in the United Kingdom, their capital cities and surrounding seas.


Identifying human and physical features of the school and local area (including a walk around Bussage!).


Identifying key features of locations in order to say whether it is a city, town, village, coastal or rural area.


Using aerial images (Google Earth) and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic physical features.


Using lots of geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features (beach, coast, hill, mountain, river, valley, weather) and human features (city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, shop).





English


Recounts – 


The children will be encouraged to describe events from their own experience using sequencing words and phrases such as ‘then’, ‘after that’. They will be encouraged to ask questions to gain more information about a recount. The children will then be asked to write simple recounts linked to personal experience.


Dictionary skills


The children will be involved in activities using alphabetical order. They will use picture dictionaries and be encouraged to find items using their knowledge of the alphabet to help them.


Poetry


The children will listen to and respond to a range of poems and will discuss the words, patterns and rhymes.


The children will continue to develop their knowledge of phonics through the Letters and Sounds sessions.








Science





Name and identify plants around school and in the local area.


Find plants and draw on map of school.


Draw and label plants identifying leaves, stems, roots and flowers.


 Look at different flowering plants and know that flowering plants produce seeds and that seeds and bulbs grow into plants.


Look at seeds and bulbs. Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.








RE 


The children will discuss what it means to belong to different groups, including their families and school and will share what they enjoy about them and why they are important to them. They will think about how children are welcomed into Christianity through infant baptism and will identify the symbols used in Christianity. They will talk about what is special to Christians and Jews when they meet for worship.





PE (Gymnastics/Outdoor Games)


Using large apparatus to practise balancing and travelling skills.


Learning attacking and defending skills.


Improving skills in throwing and catching.


Learning racket skills.








Art/DT


Use weaving to create a pattern.


Weave found objects through woollen warp.


Use card looms to weave using wool and raffia.





PSHE  – The children will label parts of the body and begin to think about how humans change as they get older.  They will discuss the different things we need to do to keep ourselves clean, with a particular emphasis on hand washing.  In this context, they will be introduced to the concept of germs, where they come from and why we need to wash them away.  The children will examine different hygiene scenarios and decide if they are good or bad practices.








Music


Developing ability to recognise different ways sounds are made and changed.


Naming and learning how to play a variety of classroom instruments.


Creating symbols that represent various ways an instrument can be played and using these to help compose a sequence of sounds.





Maths


The children will continue to count forward and backwards to 100 from any given number. They will count in steps of 2s, 5s and 10s. They will work on place value identifying the tens and the units numbers in 2 digit numbers. They will add and subtract one and two digit numbers and solve one step problems and missing number problems. The children will use doubling and halving facts to understand multiplication and division and will use arrays to solve problems involving multiplication.  They will recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p) and combine amounts to make a particular value. They will explore capacity and will begin to measure with standard units –l, ml. The children will work on describing position, direction and movement, including whole, half, quarter and three-quarter turns. In shape they will use 2D shape names and properties. They will make repeating patterns with 2D shapes in different orientations.





Computing


This term the children will importing images and photographs and adding text to create a recount, make a document to illustrate how babies change as they grow into children and adults and produce a document to explain what happens when we exercise. They will be learning how to take photographs of themselves at interesting angles and how to manipulate photographs of themselves to create some interesting and imaginative effects.
