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CLASS TWO PLANS / ACTIVITIES – ‘ISLAND LIFE’: Summer Term 5
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Geography





Using globes, atlases and maps to learn about the characteristics of the four countries in the United Kingdom, their capital cities and surrounding seas.


Identifying human and physical features of the school and local area (including a walk around Bussage!).


Identifying key features of locations in order to say whether it is a city, town, village, coastal or rural area.


Using aerial images (Google Earth) and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic physical features.


Using lots of geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features (beach, coast, hill, mountain, river, valley, weather) and human features (city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, shop).





PE (Gymnastics/Outdoor Games)





Using large apparatus to practise balancing and travelling skills.


Learning attacking and defending skills.


Improving skills in throwing and catching.


Learning racket skills.








Art/DT





Using weaving to create a pattern.


Weaving found objects through woollen warp.


Using card looms to weave using wool and raffia.








PSHE





Discussing what goes into their bodies (eg, food & drink, medicines).


Learning about drugs in terms of medicines and knowing safety rules when using and storing medicine.


Understanding why medicine is given.





Maths





Understanding quarter turns as right angles and using them in position and direction.


Using various written methods to calculate division and multiplication problems.


Doubling, halving and quartering numbers.


Exploring number patterns and sequences and counting in steps of 2,3,4,5 and 10.


Working with 2-digit numbers – rounding, ordering, adding and subtracting, and explaining their methods.


Solving word problems involving addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


Recalling and deriving mentally pairs of numbers that total 10/20 and multiples of 10 that total 100.


Saying or writing quickly multiplication facts from the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables and the corresponding division facts.





Science





Naming and identifying plants around school and in the local area.


Finding plants and drawing on map of school.


Drawing and labelling plants, identifying leaves, stems, roots and flowers.


Looking at different flowering plants and knowing that flowering plants produce seeds and that seeds and bulbs grow into plants.


Looking at seeds and bulbs. Finding out and describing how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.








Music





Developing ability to recognise different ways sounds are made and changed.


Naming and learning how to play a variety of classroom instruments.


Creating symbols that represent various ways an instrument can be played and using these to help compose a sequence of sounds.





Computing





Using Google Earth.


Creating Powerpoints.


Taking photographs, videos and audio recordings and uploading them to a file (eg, Powerpoint).


Adding hyperlinks.


Debugging programs.
