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English


 Stories with Familiar Settings


The children will read and listen to a selection of stories with events and settings that will be familiar to them. They will identify characters, settings and main events.


Non – fiction – Labels, lists and captions


The children will identify where we use labels and lists. They will have a go at writing their own simple captions.


Listening Comprehension – The children will listen to and discuss a range of stories including Mrs Armitage on Wheels, The Car Journey, Sally’s Seaside Adventure Supersonic Engine Juice and Mrs Armitage Queen of the Road. They will be encouraged to answer questions and record their answers. 





The children will continue to develop their knowledge of phonics through the Letters and Sounds sessions. They will also be working on spelling and simple grammar activities (punctuation and sentence construction).  








Maths 


The children will be working with numbers from 0 -20. They will be learning to position numbers on a number line and will count sets of objects. They will compare and order numbers and learn to work out the number that is one more/less than a given number. 


They will work on addition activities and learn to ‘count on’. They will learn to subtract by taking away and will learn to ‘find the difference’ between two numbers by counting up.


The children will be learning to name and describe 2D shapes using the correct mathematical vocabulary.  They will begin to compare the lengths and weights of different objects and measure them using non-standard units.








History


The children will be encouraged to ask questions to find out information about people/events in the past. They will discuss how they change as they get older and will examine what they can do now and what they did as babies/toddlers. The children will order pictures/events on a timeline and will add dates. They will look at the toys we have now and compare them with the toys that children played with in the past. They will look at the similarities and difference between toys now and toys in the past.

All About Me





PSHE – Me and My Relationships: The children will have a series of lessons where they will explore their own feelings and those of others, recognizing that feelings can be hurt and feelings can make us behave in different ways.


Valuing Difference: The children will explore similarities and differences between themselves and others. They will begin to learn about the differences between unkindness, teasing and bullying, and what it means to be kind or unkind and fair or unfair.

















Computing


This term the children will be learning how to logon and logoff the laptops. They will be introduced to programming as a way of giving instructions to make things happen. They will begin to use the word debug when correcting their mistakes.  They will learn to use the keyboard and mouse pad to create labelled pictures and save and retrieve their own work. Online Safety: The children will learn that they own their own creative work and begin to learn how to safely search for images online.








Music


The children will sing songs related to ‘ourselves’. They will identify the beat of a tune and learn to clap rhythms. They will use body percussion to make different sounds and rhythms and will learn to create sound sequences using body percussion.














RE 


The children will be exploring questions about who made the world and they will be thinking about what it means to belong to a faith community. 


The children will also be finding out about Harvest. 





Science





The children will identify the basic parts of the human body and will find out which part of the body is associated with each sense.


They will explore growth in humans from babies to adults and will learn that humans produce offspring.

















PE  


The children will develop gymnastic skills in travelling, balancing, jumping and co-ordination. They will also develop their ability to follow instructions and to work safely in a given space. 








Art 


The children will learn to  recognise and draw lines of different sizes and thicknesses. They will experiment with dots, lines and zig-zags. They will be encouraged to experiment with thick and thin paintbrushes. The children will learn to mix colours to make new colours and learn to make shades. They will draw lines and patterns to draw faces/self-portraits. They will look at famous artists and use some of their techniques in their own work.
