CLASS TWO PLANS / ACTIVITIES – Spring Term 1 – ‘FIRE! FIRE!’
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Theme – FIRE! FIRE! The Great Fire of London (History)





Asking questions about events in the past and using stories, pictures, online sources and databases to find out about the past.


Describing historical events (The Great Fire) and significant people (King Charles II and Samuel Pepys) from the past.


Recognising that there are reasons why people in the past acted as they did, eg, how the fire was started, stopped and how London was rebuilt after the fire.


Placing events in order on a timeline, using dates where appropriate.


Showing understanding of the concept of nation and a nation’s history and understanding concepts such as civilisation, monarchy, parliament and democracy.





English





Reading, exploring and writing stories by the same author – Francesca Simon (Horrid Henry).


Reading, exploring and writing information texts.


BIG WRITING – writing a traditional tale, newspaper report and instructions.


GRAMMAR – Irregular past tense verbs; underlining verbs in sentences with conjunctions; question, command and statement sentences.


READING COMPREHENSION – understanding narrative texts (stories) and answering questions about them.





Maths





Constructing and interpreting simple tally charts and block diagrams.


Comparing and ordering numbers to 100 and beyond on a numberline.


Counting in steps of 2, 3, 5 and 10 from any number, forwards and backwards.


Recognising place value in two-digit numbers.


Writing numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words.


Adding and subtracting: a two-digit number and ones, three one-digit numbers and two two-digit numbers.


Recognising and using the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction to solve missing number problems.


Remembering that addition can be done in any order, whereas subtraction cannot.


Recalling facts from the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables.


Rounding numbers to the nearest 10 and using rounding to estimate answers to calculations.


Identifying and describing properties of 2D and 3D shapes.


Measuring length/height, mass and volume/capacity using standard units.





Music





Making a variety of sounds with their voices, bodies and instruments.


Exploring how these sounds can be changed and used expressively in response to a stimulus.


Selecting sounds that reflect the mood of chants and songs.





PE





NINJA TOTS:


Moving with control and awareness of space.


Linking two or more actions to make a sequence.


Showing contrasts and holding a position while balancing on different points of the body.





Science





Distinguishing between an object and the material from which it is made.


Identifying and naming a variety of everyday materials, including wood, plastic, glass, metal, water and rock.


Describing the simple physical properties of a variety of everyday materials.


Comparing and grouping together a variety of everyday materials on the basis of their simple physical properties.


Finding out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching.





RE





ISLAM RELIGION


Learning about the Prophet Muhammed and his meaning to Muslims.


Listening to and discussing stories about Muhammed and the impact of his life on Muslims.


Learning about how Muslims believe the Qur’an came to Muhammed.


Learning about the Five Pillars of Islam.


Reflecting on how the religion of Islam affects the lives of Muslims and which lessons the children could take into their own lives.





Computing





Learning about branching databases.


Making and using their own databases to help identify mini-beasts both on paper and using 2Simple and Flexitree software. 


Using their knowledge of mini-beasts to populate a database using 2Investigate and creating graphs to display their data.





PSHE





The children will be learning about emotional well-being this term. 


They will be asked to think of a range of positive and negative emotions and identify situations where they might feel this way. 


They will be considering how their emotions affect others and how they can help other people feel better when they are sad or upset. 


They will also be thinking about who they can go to when they feel worried about anything both at home and in school.
