English





TEXT: ‘Vlad and the Great Fire of London’ by Kate Cunningham.


Identifying and using in their writing: coordinating and subordinating conjunctions, sentences with different forms (statements, questions, commands and exclamations), adverbs, expanded noun phrases (adjectives).


Writing a fact file / report about Samuel Pepys.


Writing a recount about the events of the Great Fire from the point of view of a character.


Writing a set of instructions (how to put out a fire in 1666).


GRAMMAR – Irregular past tense verbs, underlining verbs in sentences with conjunctions, agreement of verbs in sentences.


READING COMPREHENSION – Fiction and non-fiction.





Theme – FIRE! FIRE! The Great Fire of London (History)





Asking questions about events in the past and using stories, pictures, online sources and databases to find out about the past.


Describing historical events (The Great Fire of London) and significant people (King Charles II and Samuel Pepys) from the past.


Recognising that there are reasons why people in the past acted as they did, eg, how the fire was started, stopped and how London was rebuilt after the fire.


Placing events in order on a timeline, using dates where appropriate.


Showing understanding of the concept of nation and a nation’s history and understanding concepts such as civilisation, monarchy, parliament and democracy.





Maths





Constructing and interpreting simple tally charts and block diagrams.


Comparing and ordering numbers to 100 and beyond on a numberline.


Counting in steps of 2, 3, 5 and 10 from any number, forwards and backwards.


Recognising place value in two-digit numbers.


Writing numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words.


Calculating addition and subtraction facts within 20.


Adding and subtracting: a two-digit number and ones, three one-digit numbers and two two-digit numbers.


Recognising and using the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction to solve missing number problems.


Remembering that addition can be done in any order (commutative), whereas subtraction cannot.


Recalling facts from the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables.


Rounding numbers to the nearest 10.


 Identifying and describing properties of 2D and 3D shapes.


Measuring length/height, mass and volume/capacity using standard units.

Copying and remembering moves and positions.


Moving with careful control and coordination.


Linking two or more actions to perform a sequence.


Choosing movements to communicate a mood, feeling or idea.

Finding out how the shapes of solid objects made from some materials can be changed by squashing, bending, twisting and stretching.

Making a variety of sounds with their voices, bodies and instruments.


Exploring how these sounds can be changed and used expressively in response to a stimulus.


Selecting sounds that reflect the mood of chants and songs.

Learning about the Prophet Muhammed and his meaning to Muslims.


Listening to and discussing stories about Muhammed and the impact of his life on Muslims.


Learning about how Muslims believe the Qur’an came to Muhammed.
