RE





Learning what the ‘good news’ is that Christians believe Jesus brings.


Exploring this through listening to and discussing bible stories.


Linking the ‘good news’ to forgiveness and peace.


Learning how Christians put their beliefs into practice.





Art/DT





Exploring African art in terms of culture, materials and colour.


Painting an African landscape


Following instructions to make footballs from recycled materials.


Observing and discussing animal skins and mimicking them through print.


Exploring the artist Henri Rousseau and creating collaged pictures in the style of his work.








Music


Making and controlling long and short sounds using voices and instruments.


Working with partners to create sequences of sounds.


Working in a group to compose, perform and record extended sequences involving sounds of varying duration.





PSHE


The children will be learning the difference between secrets and surprises and importance of not keeping adults’ secrets, only surprises. 


They will be thinking about acceptable and unacceptable physical contact and who to respond and tell if they feel uncomfortable.





PE





Developing tactics.


Practising skills in throwing, catching, hitting, running, jumping through playing team games.








Maths


Understanding place value in two and three-digit numbers and representing numbers in different ways.


Adding and subtracting:


a multiple of 10 to a two-digit number


two two-digit numbers.


Using knowledge of the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction to solve missing number problems.


Deriving and quickly recalling facts from the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables, in any order.


Using pictorial and written methods to calculate multiplication and division facts, recognising their inverse relationship.


Solving problems involving number, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


Reasoning about addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


Investigating and comparing the properties of 2D and 3D shapes.


Choosing and using appropriate standard units to measure volume/capacity and temperature.


Recognising, naming and writing fractions 1/3, ¼, 2/4, ¾ and understanding equivalence of 2/4 to ½.





Computing


Focussing on online safety:


Considering whether everything they see or read on the internet is true. 


Understanding that not everyone is who they say they are on the Internet. 





SCIENCE


Exploring the terms ‘living’ and ‘non-living’ through investigation of the school grounds and the animals that live there.


Identifying and naming common animals, including those found in Africa and around our school.


Investigating the basic needs of animals for survival, including how to keep our pets healthy.
