CLASS TWO PLANS / ACTIVITIES – Autumn Term 1 – ‘ALL ABOUT ME’
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THEME – Science / History


Identifying the basic parts of the human body.


Saying which part of the body is associated with each sense.


Exploring growth in humans from babies to adults and understanding that humans produce offspring.


Asking questions to find out information about people/events in the past. 


Discussing how they change as they get older and examining what they can do now and what they did as babies/toddlers. 


Ordering pictures/events on a timeline and adding dates. 


Looking at the toys we have now and comparing them with the toys that children played with in the past. 


Looking at the similarities and differences between toys now and toys in the past.





English


Reading, exploring and writing stories with familiar settings (set in places such as a park, supermarket, home, school).


Reading, exploring and writing reports, including newspaper reports.


Reading, exploring and writing poetry.


BIG WRITING - writing a newspaper report, an adventure story and instructions.


GRAMMAR – learning about nouns and adjectives, and extended noun phrases


READING COMPREHENSION - Fiction and non-fiction texts: New Clothes for Alex, A Bun for Barney, Big Cat Little Cat and Dolphins. Focusing on strategies to find the answers to questions: skimming and scanning, detailed focused reading.





RE


Answering the question: Who is Muslim and how do they live? 


Recognising the words of the Shahadah and that it is very important for Muslims.


Identifying some of the key Muslim beliefs about God found in the Shahadah and the 99 names of Allah, and giving a simple description of what some of them mean.


Giving examples of how stories about the Prophet show what Muslims believe about Muhammad.





PSHE


Learning about road safety: learning how to cross the road and the dangers of playing near traffic. 


Thinking about how it feels to be lost and considering the best course of action should this happen to them.


Beginning to know and understand about safe people to be with and safe places to play.





Music


Singing songs related to ‘ourselves’.


Identifying the beat of a tune,


Clapping rhythms.


Using body percussion to make different sounds and rhythms.


Creating a sequence of sounds using body percussion.





Art


Recognising and drawing lines of different sizes and thicknesses.


Experimenting with dots, lines, zig-zags.


Experimenting with thick and thin paintbrushes and the effect they can have.


Learning how to mix colours to make new colours and for shading.


Drawing lines and patterns to draw faces/self-portraits.


Looking at famous artists and using some of their techniques in their own work.





Computing


Building on their knowledge and understanding of programming from Year 1.  


Use on-line software to create algorithms to guide a robot around a factory. 


Learning how to debug algorithms and understand that this is an important part of the programming.  


Begin to learn how to search websites to research information for a project.


Online Safety: To know who to tell if they see something worrying online. To know that we must keep passwords private. To know to keep personal information private.





PE


Learning to control and coordinate movements through dance.


Learning sequences of movements that represent different ideas.


Creating a dance based around moods and emotions.





Maths


Practising and consolidating number bonds up to 10 and 20.


Counting in steps of 1, 2, 3, 5 and 10, forwards and backwards.


Recognising the place value of each digit in two-digit numbers (tens and ones).


Ordering numbers up to at least 100.


Reading and writing numbers in numerals and words.


Adding and subtracting numbers, including: a 2-digit number and ones, a 2-digit number and tens, two 2-digit numbers, three 1-digit numbers.


Recognising the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction.


Solving problems involving place value, addition and subtraction 


Recognising and describing the properties of 2D and 3D shapes.


Using standard units to measure length, weight and capacity.


Recognising coins up to the value of £2 and finding different ways to make the same amount.


Solving problems involving money.
