English


Recounts 


The children will be encouraged to describe events from their own experience using sequencing words and phrases such as ‘then’, ‘after that’. They will be encouraged to ask questions to gain more information about a recount. The children will then be asked to write simple recounts linked to personal experience.


Narrative  


The children will read and discuss Handa’s Surprise. They will draw and label story maps, sequencing the events and adding actions. They will describe the animals/fruits using wow words. The children will learn plan and write their own version of the story. 


Poetry


The children will listen to and respond to a range of poems and will discuss the words, patterns and rhymes.


 Comprehension – Comprehension activities based on the Katie Morag stories, Rigby Star Readers and Cracking Comprehension. 


The children will continue to develop their knowledge of phonics through the Letters and Sounds sessions.








Geography





Learning where Kenya is and which continent it is a part of.


Exploring the local area and comparing it with villages in Kenya.


Learning about and exploring life in Kenya 


Exploring the similarities and differences between a day in the life of a child in Bussage with a day in the life of a child in Kenya.


Identifying the similarities and differences between houses in Bussage and those in Kenya. 


Making a recycled football and taking part in a recycled sports day. 


Looking at work from children in Africa.





Art/DT


Exploring African art in terms of culture, materials and colour.


Painting an African landscape


Following instructions to make footballs from recycled materials.


Observing and discussing animal skins and mimicking them through print.


Exploring the artist Henri Rousseau and creating collaged pictures in the style of his work.














PE (Gymnastics and Outdoor Games)


Linking movements to make a sequence.


Move with control and show contrasts in movements. 


Learning attacking and defending skills.


Improving skills in throwing and catching.


Learning racket skills.


Playing competitive games





Music


Make and control long and short sounds using voices and instruments.


Work with partners to create sequences of sounds.


Work in a group to compose, perform and record extended sequences involving sounds of varying duration.





Science


Exploring the terms ‘living’ and ‘non-living’ through investigation of the school grounds and the animals that live there.


Identifying and naming common animals, including those found in Africa and around our school.


Investigating the basic needs of animals for survival, including how to keep our pets healthy.











PSHE – The children will be thinking about how they feel when they lose something and when they find it again. They will be learning about rules, why we have them and what happens when people break them. They will explore the responsibilities they have both at home and in school. The children will also be exploring the school and playground environment and identifying things they like and things they would like to improve.


Growth Mindset Lessons: The children will be thinking about what ‘learning’ means and what happens in their brains when they learn. They will relate this to the concept of the ‘growth mindset’ and the ‘fixed mindset’.














Maths


The children will continue to count forward and backwards to 100 from any given number. They will count in steps of 2s, 5s and 10s. They will work on place value identifying the tens and the units numbers in 2 digit numbers. They will add and subtract one and two digit numbers and solve one step problems and missing number problems. The children will use doubling and halving facts to understand multiplication and division and will use arrays to solve problems involving multiplication.  They will recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p) and combine amounts to make a particular value. This term the children will be learning to tell the time to the hour, half past and quarter to and past the hour. They will be measuring minutes and seconds. They will develop their understanding of what the time is throughout the day and solve time interval problems.











RE


The children will be thinking about who is Jewish and how do they live. They will find out about Jewish artefacts and festivals. They will explore what many Jewish families do to celebrate Shabbat and look at stories from the Jewish Bible.





Computing


The children will finish writing and illustrating their traditional tales from last term. They will then be learning about robots: their uses, advantages and limitations. They will design their own robot. The children will then be learning about animation. They will make their own short stick figure animations and a longer animation of a flowering plant growing using 2animate software.
