What do Christians believe God is like?


Read and discuss the story of the Lost Son. Explain what a parable is.


Do you have any ideas about what God might be like? 


What might Christians think God is like from the story?


 Look at Lost Coin and Lost Sheep and other examples.  


Discuss ways that Christians might show that they are glad that God loves them so much.


Talk about forgiveness and think about what happens when people do something wrong. 


Thinking about how people show forgiveness.


Talking and sharing how people might feel if they are not forgiven. 4


Who is Jewish and how do they live?


Talk about what special items the children have at home and what makes them special. 


Find out about what special items Jewish people might have in their homes.


Discuss what Jews believe about God. Talk about how the festivals remind Jews what God is like. 


Look at a mezuzah, how it is used and how it has the words of the Shema on a scroll inside.


Find out what many Jewish people do in the home on Shabbat, including preparation for Shabbat, candles, blessing the children, wine, challah


bread, family meal, rest.


Look at some stories from the Jewish Bible (Tenakh) which teach about God looking after his people.




















Music


Children will be learning to recognise the difference between pulse and rhythm.


They will be learning to perform with a sense of pulse through singing songs, using percussion instruments and moving in time to the music.

THEME – History





Observing and handling evidence, such as artefacts, pictures, stories and online sources, to find out about the past.


Understanding chronology through learning when the Medieval times were, using a timeline.


Recognising that there are reasons why people in the past acted as they did through investigating types of people who lived in medieval times, including where they lived, what they wore, what jobs or roles they had.


Investigating how castles first came to England and describing significant people and historical events from the past through learning about William the Conqueror and the Battle of Hastings.


Investigating the first type of castles – Motte and Bailey – including parts of the castles and how they were attacked and defended.


Investigating why stone castles came about and learning about the different parts of stone castles.


Investigating attack and defence methods for stone castles.


Exploring the different rooms and their uses inside a medieval castle.


Exploring life in medieval times, including entertainment (jousting) and food.


Investigating chronology through learning how castles have developed / changed over time and 	how they are used today.

Computing


This term the children will be learning more about programming. They will use software to move objects on screen and create patterns, describe what actions they need to do to make things happen, make simple predictions and debug their algorithms to correct mistakes. They will be using ‘2Create a Story’ to retell a traditional tale, drawing pictures and adding backgrounds and text. Online safety: keeping personal information and passwords private, being polite and thoughtful when posting things online and what to do if they see something upsetting or worrying.
