CLASS TWO PLANS / ACTIVITIES – Spring Term 1 – ‘ONCE UPON A TIME’
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Theme – ONCE UPON A TIME (History)


Observing and handling evidence, such as artefacts, pictures, stories and online sources, to find out about the past.


Understanding chronology through learning when the Medieval times were, using a timeline.


Recognising that there are reasons why people in the past acted as they did through investigating types of people who lived in medieval times, including where they lived, what they wore, what jobs or roles they had.


Investigating how castles first came to England and describing significant people and historical events from the past through learning about William the Conqueror and the Battle of Hastings.


Investigating the first type of castles – Motte and Bailey – including parts of the castles and how they were attacked and defended.


Investigating why stone castles came about and learning about the different parts of stone castles.


Investigating attack and defence methods for stone castles.





English


Reading, exploring and writing traditional tales. Planning and writing their own ‘alternative traditional tale (swapping the good/bad characters around!)


Reading, exploring and writing descriptive poetry based on children’s own experiences.


Reading Comprehension – reading and understanding Poetry.


GRAMMAR - Irregular past tense verbs; underlining verbs in sentences with conjunctions; question, command and statement sentences.


BIG WRITING – Big Writing Agents Mission: Jack and the Beanstalk! Writing a story and newspaper report.





Maths


Constructing and interpreting simple tally charts and block diagrams.


Comparing and ordering numbers to 100 and beyond on a numberline.


Counting in steps of 2, 3, 5 and 10 from any number, forwards and backwards.


Recognising place value in two and three-digit numbers.


Writing numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words.


Adding and subtracting: a two-digit number and ones, three one-digit numbers and two two-digit numbers.


Recognising and using the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction to solve missing number problems.


Remembering that addition can be done in any order, whereas subtraction cannot.


Revising the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables.


Calculating multiplication facts within these tables.


Learning that multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order, whereas division cannot.


Identifying, comparing and describing properties of 2D and 3D shapes.


Measuring length/height, mass and volume/capacity using standard units.











Art/DT


Designing and building sandcastles, with flags and moats etc.


Finding out about the colours, shapes and patterns that were used to make shields and banners. 


Designing and making their own shields and banners, using repeating or overlapping shapes. 


Using objects to print their designs on to card and fabric.


Colouring and decorating textiles, using different techniques.








Music


Children will be learning to recognise the difference between pulse and rhythm.


They will be learning to perform with a sense of pulse through singing songs, using percussion instruments and moving in time to the music.





RE


Children will be reflecting on what it means to be a leader and what makes a good leader.


They will find out reasons why Christians follow and worship Jesus and how this motivates their lives. 


They will explore the story of Moses from the Jewish religion.





Computing





Learning about branching databases.  


Making and using their own to help identify mini-beasts both on paper and using Flexitree software.  


Using their knowledge of mini-beasts to populate a database using 2Investigate and creating graphs to display their data.





PSHE


Learning about emotional well-being.


Thinking of a range of positive and negative emotions and identifying situations where they might feel this way. 


Considering how their emotions affect others and how they can help other people feel better when they are sad or upset. 


Thinking about who they can go to when they feel worried about anything both at home and in school.





PE


Gymnastics:


Practising forward, sideways and backwards rolls.


Travelling and climbing safely on large and small apparatus.


Using stretching and curling movements whilst travelling on apparatus.


Jumping off apparatus in a variety of ways.


Swimming


Learning to use a basic stroke, breathing correctly and controlling leg movements.
