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Maths


Constructing and interpreting simple tally charts and block diagrams.


Comparing and ordering numbers to 100 and beyond on a numberline.


Counting in steps of 2, 3, 5 and 10 from any number, forwards and backwards.


Recognising place value in two-digit numbers.


Writing numbers to at least 100 in numerals and words.


Adding and subtracting: a two-digit number and ones, a two-digit number and tens, three one-digit numbers and two two-digit numbers.


Recognising and using the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction to solve missing number problems.


Remembering that addition can be done in any order (commutative), whereas subtraction cannot.


Rounding numbers to the nearest 10 and using rounding to estimate answers to calculations.


Identifying and describing properties of 2D and 3D shapes.


Measuring length/height, mass, volume/capacity and temperature using standard units.


Solving word problems involving number, place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


Finding different ways of making the same amount of money.


Revising and recalling facts from the 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables.


Calculating multiplication and division facts within these tables.


Learning that multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order (commutative), whereas division cannot.


Recognising, finding and writing fractions of shapes and numbers.


Telling the time using analogue and digital clocks.


Comparing and sequencing intervals of time.


Identifying and recording whole, half and quarter turns, and right angles.











Music


Children will be learning to recognise the difference between pulse and rhythm.


They will be learning to perform with a sense of pulse through singing songs, using percussion instruments and moving in time to the music.








PE


REAL PE:


Jumping in a variety of ways and land with increasing control and balance.


Holding a position whilst balancing on different points of the body.


DANCE:


Using control and coordination to produce sequences of movements – Medieval Dancing.


Developing gymnastic skills in travelling, balancing, jumping and coordination through use of small and large apparatus.








Computing


The children will learn about branching databases.  


Making and using their own to help identify mini-beasts both on paper and on the computer.  


Using their knowledge of mini-beasts to populate a database using 2Investigate and create graphs to display their data. 


Using Bee Bots and Bee Bot software, the children will further develop their understanding of algorithms by making predictions and designing and debugging their own algorithms. 


Using Logo software to write algorithms to draw shapes.


Online safety: Discussing the sharing of photographs online and the impact it has on others. 


Exploring what is meant by cyberbullying and what they can do if they encounter it.








RE


ISLAMIC RELIGION


Learning about the Prophet Muhammed and his meaning to Muslims.


Listening to and discussing stories about Muhammed and the impact of his life on Muslims.


Learning about how Muslims believe the Qur’an came to Muhammed.


Learning about the Five Pillars of Islam.


Reflecting on how the religion of Islam affects the lives of Muslims and which lessons the children could take into their own lives.


CHRISTIAN RELIGION


Recognising that Incarnation and Salvation are part of a ‘big story’ of the Bible.


Telling stories of Holy Week and Easter from the Bible and recognise a link with the idea of Salvation (Jesus rescuing people).


Recognising that Jesus gives instructions to Christians about how to behave.


Giving at least three examples of how Christians show their beliefs about Jesus’ death and resurrection in church worship at Easter.


Thinking, talking and asking questions about whether the story of Easter only has something to say to Christians, or if it has anything to say to pupils about sadness, hope or heaven.


Exploring different ideas and giving a good reason for their ideas.





PSHE


Valuing Difference: A series of lessons covering topics such as what makes us different, special people, how it feels to be left out, being kind and how to sort out problems.


Rights and Responsibilities: A series of lessons covering topics such as getting on with others, how to deal with impulsive behavior, feeling safe, caring for the environment and spending and saving money responsibly.











English


Reading, exploring and writing instructions.


Reading, exploring and writing stories with imaginary settings.


Reading, exploring and writing non-chronological reports.


Reading, exploring and writing alternative traditional tales.


Reading, exploring and writing patterned poems.


GRAMMAR – working on irregular past tense verbs; underlining verbs in sentences with conjunctions; agreement of verbs in sentences; question, command and statement sentences; contraction apostrophes and apostrophes for possession and adverbs.


READING COMPREHENSION – Fiction, non-fiction texts and poetry: Focusing on strategies to find the answers to questions: skimming and scanning, detailed focused reading. 





THEME – History





Observing and handling evidence, such as artefacts, pictures, stories and online sources, to find out about the past.


Understanding chronology through learning when the Medieval times were, using a timeline.


Recognising that there are reasons why people in the past acted as they did through investigating types of people who lived in medieval times, including where they lived, what they wore, what jobs or roles they had.


Investigating how castles first came to England and describing significant people and historical events from the past through learning about William the Conqueror and the Battle of Hastings.


Investigating the first type of castles – Motte and Bailey – including parts of the castles and how they were attacked and defended.


Investigating why stone castles came about and learning about the different parts of stone castles.


Investigating attack and defence methods for stone castles.


Exploring the different rooms and their uses inside a medieval castle.


Exploring life in medieval times, including entertainment (jousting) and food.


Investigating chronology through learning how castles have developed / changed over time and 	how they are used today.
