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CLASS ONE PLANS / ACTIVITIES – ‘ISLAND LIFE’: Summer Term 6

English – Stories with imaginary settings


The children will read and listen to stories with imaginary settings, such as imaginary islands and space. They will identify the main characters, events and settings and will be encouraged to make predictions about what they think will happen in a story and how the characters will behave. The children will create an imaginary setting and characters and will use role play to develop ideas for stories. They will then write their own versions of the stories showing a beginning, middle and end.


Poetry


The children will listen to and read nonsense poems. They will discuss the structure of the poems and have a go at writing their own funny poems.


Comprehension – Comprehension activities based on the Katie Morag stories, Rigby


Star Readers, Cracking Comprehension texts and The Lighthouse Keeper.


Letters and Sounds sessions – to develop phonic skills.


Spelling activities – using sound knowledge to spell decodable words. Learning to spell tricky words. 


Grammar activities – punctuation and sentence construction.


 














The children will continue to develop their knowledge of phonics through the Letters and Sounds sessions.








Geography





Identifying features of the UK using geographical vocabulary to refer to  physical features ( beach, coast, hill, mountain, river, valley, weather) and human features ( city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, shop)


Using aerial images (Google Earth) and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic physical features.


Using compass directions to describe locations and routes on a map ( including orienteering)


Devising a simple map with a key and grid references





Maths


The children will work on place value, recognising numbers to 100 and finding 1 more/less than a given number.  They will write numbers to 100 in digits and words. The children will work on addition and subtraction problems, adding 3 single digits together and will be working on adding single and 2 digit numbers to a 2 digit number. The children will use number lines to count on and back to solve these problems. When working on multiplication and division problems they will be asked to use apparatus/arrays to show how they worked out the problems. 


This term the children will be learning about money: counting it up, finding the correct coins to pay for things and finding the change.











RE 


The children will discuss what it means to belong to different groups, including their families and school and will share what they enjoy about them and why they are important to them. They will think about how children are welcomed into Christianity through infant baptism and will identify the symbols used in Christianity. They will talk about what is special to Christians and Jews when they meet for worship.








PSHE 


The children will be finding out about how learning new skills takes practice. They will learn about different parts of their bodies and how they have changed since they were a baby. They will learn the NSPCC PANTS rule – understanding which parts of their bodies are private, the difference between secrets and surprises, and who they can go to if they feel uncomfortable about anything.











Computing


This term the children will be collecting data and recording their results in a tally chart. They will then use 2count on Purple Mash to create pictograms.

















Music


The children will take part in singing, accurately following the melody. They will learn to use symbols to represent a composition and use them to help with a performance. 


By listening to different extracts the children will be encouraged to describe the music in terms of timbre, dynamics and pitch. They will work together using a range of instruments and will explore the different effects that the sounds can create.

Identifying light sources and understanding how our eyes see light


Studying the movement of the sun in space


Exploring the four seasons and how the earth and sun’s movement affects this


Observing and describing weather patterns across the seasons in  the UK , including recognising and using weather symbols and maps
