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CLASS TWO THEME WEB: ‘ISLAND LIFE’ – Summer Term 6

Geography





Continuing to identify features of the United Kingdom, using geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features (beach, coast, hill, mountain, river, valley, weather) and human features (city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, shop).


Using aerial images (Google Earth) and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic physical features.


Using compass directions to describe locations and routes on a map (eg, including orienteering).


Devising a simple map with a key and grid references.





Computing


This term the children will be considering whether everything they see or read on the internet is true.


They will begin to understand that not everyone is who they say they are online. 


They will further their knowledge and understanding of programming using block programming in Scratch.  


They will make a character and learn to use blocks of code to make their sprite move and talk.








Science





Identifying light sources and understanding how our eyes see light.


Studying the movement of the Sun in space.


Exploring the four seasons and how the Earth and Sun’s movement affects this.


Observing and describing weather patterns across the seasons in the UK, including recognising and using weather symbols and maps.





PSHE


The children will be learning the difference between secrets and surprises and that some secrets should never be kept. They will be thinking about acceptable and unacceptable physical contact and how to respond and tell if they feel uncomfortable. They will explore the meaning of privacy and learn about respecting people’s privacy.








RE


Recognising that there are special places where people go to worship, and talk about what people do there. Talking about what makes some places special to people, and what the difference is between religious and non-religious special places. Giving simple examples of how people worship at a church and a mosque. A trip to Gloucester Cathedral and a Mosque!








PE





Learning skills and techniques involved in outdoor games and agility, including rounders and tennis.


Developing skills in running, jumping and throwing.





Art/DT





Practising and using sewing skills to create an image of a fruit.


Gluing and sticking to decorate and create finer detail of fruit image.





Maths





Adding and subtracting 2-digit numbers, including using the column method.


Solving problems involving number and place value, addition, subtraction, multiplication and division.


Finding and comparing fractions of shapes and amounts.


Recognising whole, half and quarter turns, and right angles.


Sequencing events and using language relating to days, weeks, months and years.


Telling the time to the nearest 5 minutes, including quarter to/past the hour.


Comparing and sequencing intervals of time.


Solving problems involving the addition and subtraction of money, including giving change.





English

Reading, exploring and writing an adventure story.


Reading, exploring and writing an information text about Space.


Reading and exploring poetry, including Sea Shanties and nonsense poems.


Comprehension: Information texts – The General Election, Bean Plan Lifecycle, Queen Elizabeth II and Sun, Sea and Beach Safety





Music


Singing songs related to the weather.


Using instruments to accompany songs, following symbols to play the correct rhythm.


Recognising changes in timbre, dynamics and pitch.
