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CLASS ONE PLANS / ACTIVITIES – ‘ISLAND LIFE’: Summer Term 5
 

English


Recounts – 


The children will be encouraged to describe events from their own experience using sequencing words and phrases such as ‘then’, ‘after that’.


Narrative- 


The children will listen to and discuss ‘The Lighthouse Keeper’s Lunch’. They will add actions, retell the story and draw a story map. They will describe the main character and will work together to change parts of the story. They will then write their own version of the story. 


Instructions


The children will look at the key features of instructions and will then write their own instructions.


Reading Comprehension- Activities based on the book ‘The Queen’s Hat’, Rigby Star Readers and Cracking Comprehension texts.


Letters and Sounds sessions – to develop phonic skills.


Spelling activities – using sound knowledge to spell decodable words. Learning to spell tricky words. 


Grammar activities – punctuation and sentence construction.








Geography





Using globes, atlases and maps to learn about the characteristics of the four countries in the United Kingdom, their capital cities and surrounding seas.


Identifying human and physical features of the school and local area (including a walk around Bussage!).


Identifying key features of locations in order to say whether it is a city, town, village, coastal or rural area.


Using aerial images (Google Earth) and plan perspectives to recognise landmarks and basic physical features.


Using lots of geographical vocabulary to refer to key physical features (beach, coast, hill, mountain, river, valley, weather) and human features (city, town, village, factory, farm, house, office, shop).





Music


Developing ability to recognise different ways sounds are made and changed.


Naming and learning how to play a variety of classroom instruments.


Creating symbols that represent various ways an instrument can be played and using these to help compose a sequence of sounds.





Maths


The children will continue to count forward and backwards to 100 from any given number. They will count in steps of 2s, 5s and 10s and work out missing number patterns. They will work on place value identifying the tens and the ones numbers in 2 digit numbers. They will add and subtract one and two digit numbers and solve one step problems and missing number problems. The children will use doubling and halving facts to understand multiplication and division and will use arrays to solve problems involving multiplication.  





This term the children will also be learning to tell the time to the hour, half past, quarter to and past the hour. They will use stop watches to measure minutes. They will develop their understanding of what the time is throughout the day and solve time interval problems.








PSHE – The children will be focusing their learning this half term around ‘being their best’. They will be covering subjects such as eating and keeping healthy, understanding that learning a new skill requires practise and simple strategies for resolving conflict situations. 








Science





Name and identify plants around school and in the local area.


Find plants and draw on map of school.


Draw and label plants identifying leaves, stems, roots and flowers.


 Look at different flowering plants and know that flowering plants produce seeds and that seeds and bulbs grow into plants.


Look at seeds and bulbs. Find out and describe how plants need water, light and a suitable temperature to grow and stay healthy.








PE


To master basic movements including running, jumping, throwing and catching.


To develop balance, agility and co-ordination and begin to apply these in a range of activities. 


To participate in team games developing simple tactics for attacking and defending. 








Art/DT


Use weaving to create a pattern.


Weave found objects through woollen warp.


Use card looms to weave using wool and raffia.





RE 


The children will be thinking about who is Jewish and how do they live. They will find out about Jewish artefacts and festivals. They will explore what many Jewish families do to celebrate Shabbat and look at stories from the Jewish Bible.








Computing





The children will be learning about the purpose of email and the importance of keeping personal information private when online. The children will then be learning about animation. They will make their own stick figure animations and a longer animation of a flowering plant growing using 2animate software.
